INTRODUCTION

This report concerns an application to vary a premises licence made under
section 34 of the Licensing Act 2003 (the 'Act’). Representations have been
received in respect of the application and invoke a statutory requirement to
hold a hearing with members.

The report provides details of, and background to the application, and
should be read in conjunction with the Council's licensing policy and
Secretary of State’s guidance. This, together with information obtained at
the hearing should be used to determine the application.

BACKGROUND

An application for variation of an existing premises licence was submitted on
8" September 2016 by Punch Taverns PLC, in respect of the premises.

A map of the area showing the general location of the premises is given at
appendix A.

Existing premises licence

The application requests the variation of the existing premises licence
16/00234/LAPRER, varied on 17" May 2016. The original premises licence
was granted on the 24™ November 2005.

The current licence was subject to a review on the 17" May 2016, which
resulted in a reduction in hours for licensable activities and some additional
conditions.

A copy of the premises licence is given as appendix B.

Nature of the application

The application seeks to amend the permitted hours for all licensable

activities on Thursday’s to Saturdays to 11:00am - 02:00am. The
application also seeks to amend conditions on the premises licence.

APPLICATION AMENDMENTS
Hampshire Constabulary

The applicant has agreed to a number of amendments to the operating
schedule of the application in the form of conditions. These changes were
made in negotiation with Hampshire Constabulary and are set out in the
correspondence given at appendix D.

OTHER PERSON REPRESENTATION

One representation by way of an objection and seven representations by
way of support were received in respect of the application as outlined below.

A copy of the representations are given at appendix E. For ease of
reference the representations have been marked E1 to ES8.

Relevance of Representation(s)

To be eligible to be considered, the Act requires a(ny) representation(s) to
be 'relevant’. A 'relevant representation’ is one that has been made by a
responsible authority or any other person within the prescribed period
permitted. Similarly, representations must not be frivolous or vexatious and
must be about the likely effect of the grant of the licence on the promotion of
the licensing objectives.

The licensing objectives are defined in the Act and include -

(a) the prevention of crime and disorder;
(b) ensuring public safety;
(c) the prevention of public nuisance; and

(d) the protection of children from harm.

Relevance of representations

Against the above criteria the representations are considered to be relevant
as they were submitted within the prescribed period and concern two of the
licensing objectives; namely the prevention of crime and disorder and public
nuisance.
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DATA PROTECTION ISSUES

As a public document, any personal details, including addresses, contact
details and/or signatures submitted on any application, representation or
other document contained in this report have been redacted in accordance
with data protection requirements.

DETERMINATION

Further to the receipt of relevant representations and, in accordance with the
Act and the Council's scheme of delegation, the Sub-Committee is asked to
determine the application.

RELEVANT CONSIDERATIONS
Licensing Objectives

In determination of the application, the licensing authority must have regard
to the promotion of the licensing objectives. These are set out at paragraph
4.8 above.

Licensing policy & S182 Guidance

The licensing authority must also have regard to its statement of licensing
policy and any guidance issued by the Secretary of State under section 182
of the Act. Details of the parts of the policy and guidance that may be
relevant to this application are given in appendix F to this report.

(i) The designated premises supervisor in relation to the premises
licence must ensure that the supply of alcohol at the premises is
carried on in accordance with the age verification policy.

(iii) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible
person to be under 18 years of age (or such older age as may be
specified in the policy) to produce on request, before being served
alcohol, identification bearing their photograph, date of birth and
either—

(a) a holographic mark, or
(b) an ultraviolet feature.

A relevant person shall ensure that no alcohol is sold or supplied for
consumption on or off the premises for a price which is less than the
permitted price. For the purposes of this condition —

(a) “duty” is to be construed in accordance with the Alcoholic
Liquor Duties Act 1979

(b) “permitted price” is the price found by applying the formula —

All external doors and front internal lobby doors shall be fitted with
self-closing devices.

All external windows shall be kept closed from 21.00 hrs until the
end of specified opening hours on any day.

All sound amplification systems shall be played through a suitable
sound-limiting device.

The sound level from this device shall be set at a level agreed
with  Environmental Health Services at Rushmoor Borough
Council and shall be secured from adjustment thereafter.

Any change to this sound level shall be agreed in advance with
Environmental Health Services on giving at least five working
days notice.

Notwithstanding the requirements above, the licence holder or
nominated representative(s) shall carry out a regular noise
assessment of the area adjacent to the premises whilst licensable
activities are taking place.

Noise assessments shall take place on all sides of the premises
at the boundary of the nearest residential premises. Steps shall
be taken to reduce the level of the noise where it is likely to cause
a nuisance to local residents.

These assessments shall be undertaken at hourly intervals
starting from 22:30pm.

Written records of these assessments and any remedial action
taken should be kept and made available to either the local
authority or the Licensing Authority when requested.

A suitable written policy on the dispersal of patrons leaving the
premises shall be developed for the premises. This policy shall be
actively implemented and enforced at the premises and shall be
reviewed, revised and updated as often as may be necessary.

All staff and door supervisors will be required to read and sign a
copy of the policy as part of their training and to assist in its
enforcement as necessary.
