DETERMINATION OF AN APPLICATION FOR
TRANSFER OF A PREMISES LICENCE AND CHANGE OF DPS

310 Fernhill Road, Farnborough, Hampshire, GU14 9EE

1.0 INTRODUCTION

1.1 This report concerns an application for the transfer of a premises
licence made under section 42 of the Licensing Act 2003 (the ’Act’),
and a simultaneous application to specify an individual as a Designated
Premises Supervisor (DPS) made under section 37 of the Act in
respect of the same premises. An objection notice has been received in
respect of the applications and invokes a statutory requirement to hold
a hearing with members.

1.2  The report provides details of, and background to the applications, and
should be read in conjunction with the Council's licensing policy and
Secretary of State’s guidance. This, together with information obtained
at the hearing should be used to determine the applications.

2.0 BACKGROUND

2.1 An application for transfer of an existing premises licence (see below)
was submitted on 25" May 2017 by Amarjeet Kaur Maddan in respect
of premises at 310 Fernhill Road, Farnborough, Hampshire, GU14
9EE. A map of the area showing the general location of the premises is
given at appendix A.

2.2. A simultaneous application was made by Amarjeet Kaur Maddan to
vary the premises licence to specify an individual as the DPS. The
proposed DPS is named as Kulraj Singh Maddan. Both applications
were made with immediate effect.

2.3. Amarjeet Kaur Maddan previously held a premises licence and was
named as DPS for the premises concerned between 27th March and
8th June 2012 and between 22" November 2013 and 20" March 2015.
The premises licence was surrendered on 20th March 2015.

2.3  Existing premises licence
2.4 The applications concern an existing premises licence (number

14/00311/LAPRE) which was originally granted on 26" June 2014 to
Mr Pritpal Singh who was also named as the DPS. Whilst a copy of the

premises licence is given as appendix B, the licence, subject to
conditions, authorises the retail sale of alcohol for consumption off the
premises between 08:00am and 23:00pm Sundays — Thursdays and
08:00am — 23:30pm on Fridays and Saturdays.

Nature of the applications

The applications seek to transfer the existing licence from Mr Pritpal
Singh to Amarjeet Kaur Madann, and to specify her as the DPS.
Copies of the applications are given at appendix C.

Advertising of the application

I can confirm that Hampshire Constabulary (as the only Responsible
Authority required to be notified by the Act) has received a copy of the
application. The last date for objections from them was 9™ June 2017.

OBJECTION

An objection notice has subsequently been received in respect of the
applications from Hampshire Constabulary. A copy of the notice is
given at appendix D.

DATA PROTECTION ISSUES

In accordance with data protection requirements, any personal details,
addresses, contact details and/or signatures submitted on any
application, representation or other relevant document etc have been
redacted.

DETERMINATION

Further to the receipt of the objection notice and, in accordance with
the Act and the Council's scheme of delegation, the Sub-Committee is
asked to determine the application.

Licensing Objectives

In considering the application the licensing authority must have regard
to the promotion the licensing objective, the prevention of crime and
disorder.

Licensing Policy and Secretary of States Guidance

(i} at a time when the designated premises supervisor does not hold a
personal licence or his/her personal licence is suspended.

(2)  Every supply of alcohol under the premises licence must be made or
authorised by a person who holds a personal licence.

(3) (i) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder shall
ensure that an agegverfication policy applies to the premises in
relation to the sale or supply of alcohal.

(i} The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible
person to be under 18 years of age (or such older age as may be
specified in the policy) to produce on request, before being served

(1) The premises licence holder shall not purchase any alcohol from door-
to-door sellers.

(2)  The premises licence holder shall ensure all receipts for goods bought
include the following details:

(i}  The systemwill be able to cope with strobe lighting (where used)
and all levels of illumination throughout the premises as well as
outside areas.

(i} CCTV warning signs are to be on display in public areas.

(iv) The CCTV system must be operating at all times whilst the
premises are open for licensable activities. All equipment shall
have a constant and accurate time and date generation.

(v} The recording system will be able to capture a minimum of 4
frames per second and all recorded footage must be securely
retained for a minimum of 28 days.

wi) Records must be made on a weekly basis and kept for inspection
to show that the system is functioning comectly and that data is
being securely retained.

{wii) The DP3 or premises manager must be able to demonstrate that
the CCTV system has measures to prevent recordings being
tampered with, i.e. password protected.

{wiii) There shall be sufficient members oftrained staff at the premises
during operating hours to be able to provide viewable copies
immediately to police on request when investigating allegations of
offences or criminal activity. Any images recovered must be in a
viewable format on either disc or YHS. Footage supplied in a

digital format on CD or DVD will also have a copy of the CCTV
system software enabled on the disc to allow playback.

(ix) In the event of technical failure of the CCTV equipment the
Premises Licence holder/DPS must report the failure tothe Police
Licensing Unit within 24 hours.

(i) Awrtten log shall be kept of all refusals including refusals to sell
alcohol. The Premises Licence Holder shall ensure that the
refusals logis checked, signed and dated on a weekly basis by
the store manager/manageress.

(i} The refusals logwill be kept and maintained at the premises and
will be available forinspection immediately upon request by any
responsible authority. The record of refusals will be retained for 12
months.

i1} There will be a Challenge 25 policy operating at the premises.
Challenge 25 means that the holder of the premises licence shall
ensure that every individual, who visually appears to be under 25
years of age and is seeking to purchase or be supplied with
alcohol at the premises or from the premises, shall produce
identification provingthat individual to be 18 years of age or older.

(i) Acceptable identification for the purposes of age verification will
include a driving licence, passport or photographic identification
bearing the “PASS” logo and the persons date of birth.

(i} If the person seeking alcohol is unable to produce acceptable
means of identification, no sale or supply of alcohol will be made to
or for that person.

(iv) ‘Challenge 25" posters shall be displayed in prominent positions at
the premises.

(i) Staffwill betrained regarding appropriate precautions to prevent the
sale of alcohol to persons under the age of 18, the signs and
symptoms of drunk persons and the refusal of sale due to
intoxication. Records will be kept of such training which must be
signed and dated by the member of staff who has received that
training.

(i} All staff will receive refresher training every six months as a
minimum and__records are to be kept of this refresher training
which should be signed and dated by the member of staff who
received that training.

(iii)_All training records will be made immediately available for
inspection by any responsible Authority upon request.

(iv) Training records will be kept for a minimum period of two years.

(v} Training records will be kept on the licensed premises towhich they
relate.

(8) A suitable written policy on the control of patrons in the area
directly outside the premises shall be developed. This policy shall
be actively implemented and enforced at the premises and shall
be reviewed, revised and updated as often as may be necessary.

(9 Prominent, clear and legible notices must be displayed at all exits
requesting patrons and staffto respectthe needs of local residents
and to leave the premises and area quietly.

(10) Alcohol shall not be displayed alongside confectionary or other
products of particular interest to children.

(11 Spirts and cigarettes shall be located behind the main point of
sale counter in an area accessible only to and/or physically and
directly supervised by staff.

(12) A written record of any incidents shall be maintained at the
premises, and made available to responsible authorties on
request.

Hampshire Constabulary formally objectstothe transfer of this premises licence and the
proposed DPS vanation of Kulraj Singh Madaan. The Police MNational Computer shows
convictions for Fraud type offences related to running a business in 2013 at Winchester
Crown Court where a 9 month suspended sentence was imposed. The convictions relate to
offences that were taking place in June 2011 when the same shop was visited by HMRC
and Trading Standards Officers where a quantity of Counterfeit and duty free alcohal and
counterfeit DVD s were seized.

Awvan at the location was identified as being owned by Kulraj and a search revealed further
quantities of counterfeit and duty free alcohol and a quantity of "duty paid stamps’; A further
search of a storage unit owned by Kulrajin Hawley Lane, Farmborough was searched after
Kulraj unlocked it for officers, the storage unit was similarin size to a residential single
garage and inside a further substantial quantity of counterfeit and duty free alcohol was
discovered.

In total the quantity of counterfeit or duty free alcohol was as follows;

1206.75 Itrs of wine

888 Itrs of beer

671.70 litres of spirts

The estimated value ofthis seized alcoholwas £16,500

Local RMS searches show intelligence relating to large quantities of Counterfeit Alcohol
when Kulraj was the manager.

Priorto June 2011 Amarjeet had arranged a bank loan to purchase the shop for her
husband Kulraj, this was confirmed during her interview following her arrest for the same
offences though she was never charged with any offences.

In addition to this it is clearly stated on the premises licence of 310 Fernhill Road that *Mr
Kulraj Singh Madaan and MrHarmon Singh Madhan (his brother) shall be excluded from
any involvement in any licensable activity related to the business. " as statedin Annex 2
paragraph 3.

The Applicant for this transfer is Amarjeet Kaur Madaan who is the wife of Kulraj so it is
clearthat Kularaj will have significant influence in the complete running of the venue and it is
the perfect outlet for counterfeit goods and other illegal activities with a ready made
customer base.

There was also a Proceeds of Crime Act confiscation order attached to both brothers in
2011.

The sale of counterfeit alcohaol results in the supply of an inferior product, the contents of
which have not been producedtothe higher standards of the genuine manufacturer and
therefore are not to the standard that is expected of the paying customerwho is ultimately
being mis-led at the time ofthe sale. Counterfeit alcohol also carries a risk to the health of
the customer, who may not be aware that the productis not genuine and therefore its
contents could be very harmful as the necessary quality control measures are unlikely to be
in place due to its sub-standard method of manufacturing.

The significant quantity of duty free alcoholthat was seized at the various locations that are
controlled by the licence holders, and the seizure of the counterfeit "duty paid stamps’
demaonstrates a calculated intention to evade the legal obligation of all individuals and
business within the United Kingdomto pay tax, and demonstrates a disregard for the law.
It is the belief ofthe Hampshire Constabulary that the conduct ofthe applicants for 310
Fembhill Road has shown that they are unable to meet the required standard and
responsibility to run a licensed premises.

Forthis reason we do not believe that the imposition of any conditions on the premises
licence would be appropriate in this case and we urge the sub-committee totake only one
course of action, refusal ofthistransfer.
